Psalm 51:12 TPT 
“Let my passion for life be restored, tasting joy in every breakthrough you bring to me. Hold me 
close to you with a willing spirit that obeys whatever you say.” 
 
This Sunday in preparation for Breakthrough 2022 Ps Aidan delivered a fire sermon on finishing the 
year of divine restoration boldly as we prepare for the breakthrough to come! 
 

Ask homecell members to read Psalm51:12 TPT and Psalm 34:8 NKJV 
We can’t expect breakthrough without a passion for life.  
ITS TIME CHILD OF GOD TO LIFT YOUR HEAD AND TO BOLDLY BEGIN DECLARING AGAIN:  
“Let my passion for life be restored again let me taste joy in every breakthrough you bring to 
me Lord.” 
 
Q: Why would you say it is important for our obedience to be restored in order to restore our 
passion for life?   
- The restoration for our passion for life lies in our obedience to His instructions  
- Being obedient to Him means living in His presence – in His presence if life and joy 
 
Ask a homecell member to read James 1:6-8 TPT 
Q: According to this verse we can not expect to receive anything we ask for by being 
indecisive. Why would you say it is important to ask for breakthrough with bold faith?  
- Indecisiveness, doubt and fear will rob you off your passion for life and your bold faith 
- This will lead to a delay in receiving your breakthrough 
- When we start to live life with indecision, we breed doubt and doubt brings forth fear.  
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Ask a homecell member to read Mark 10:36 NKJV 
Jesus brought everyone who pursued breakthrough to a valley of decision. 
Q: Why, would you say Jesus asks us to make a decision first before providing?  
- Making a decision precedes breakthrough 
- He wants us to stand up first and strengthen our belief, our faith   
- He wants us to make a Kingdom decision before receiving  
- When we make a decision, we put our trust in Him – He wants us to trust that He is able to 

provide   
 

Ask a homecell members to read 2 Kings 7:3-8 NKJV  
Q: what decisions do you need to make today to prepare for the breakthrough god has in 
store for you? 
(rhetorical)  
 
Ask a homecell members to read 2 Kings 7:4 NKJV 
According to this passage we see clearly that God partners with decision-makers and 
breakthrough follows a decision.  
Q: When we make a decision with God, why can we always believe for breakthrough?  
- God partners with decision-makers  
- When we have bold faith that He will provide we can always expect what could go right 

instead of looking at what could go wrong  
- He prepares a table for us in the presence of our enemies  
- He sends His armies to walk before and with us  
- When we walk in His presence – WE NEVER WALK ALONE!
